These words
capture well the state of mind of many of
us in America today. We have witnessed
dramatic market losses, the collapse of the
world’s largest insurance company, and
many bankruptcies and mergers. Every
day seems to bring another piece of eco-
nomic uncertainty.

A recent survey found that over
three in four Americans are stressed about
the economy and their personal finances.
Half were worried about providing for
their family’s basic needs. Over half of re-
spondents reported feeling angry and irri-
table, and reported lying awake at night
worried about this. The report concludes
that, “The declining state of the nation’s
economy is taking a physical and emo-
tional toll on people nationwide.”*

ity and Generosity. Our nation is experi-
encing what many have described as the
“American Nightmare.” Increasing con-
sumer debt, declines in savings, lower in-
come growth, and a volatile stock market
are all a part of our economic insecurity.
We have lived in a society that tells us
“you deserve it now,” whether or not we
can afford it or really even need it.

All of us have struggled with
these issues at one time or another. They
are important issues that we cannot ig-
nore. This is why, over the next five
weeks, we will be having a church-wide
study and worship emphasis called
Enough: Discovering Joy Through Simplic-
ity and Generosity. During this time we
will explore what the Bible teaches us

about financial management through cor-
porate worship and small group study of
Financial Peace University by Dave Ram-
sey (contact church office 776-2820 for
more info). We'll hear expert advice and
stories about what others have learned
by working through financial challenges.

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Changing the Conversation: Nurturing a Third Way for Congregations
by Anthony B. Robinson

For congregations--particularly congregations
of the mainline Protestant tradition--the way for-
ward has everything to do with changing the con-
versation....For congregations that seek such a third
way, there are perhaps ten important conversa-
tions that need to be deepened and sustained in
their ongoing life. These conversations are all con-
tributions to and different takes on the overall ef-
fort to change the conversation in ways that nur-
ture an emerging third way that moves beyond the
current and tired polarization.

Conversation 3: A New Heart

The civic faith operative in many of our congre-
gations is not adequate for this time. Just renewing
that will not get us headed in the right direction.
Something deeper, something more, is needed—a
new heart. | have come to think that there are at
least four key vessels to this new heart. One is that
evangelism starts at home and with us. Before we
endeavor to share the good news about what God
has done and is doing in Jesus with others, we need
to hear it ourselves, in our congregations. A second
vessel of the new heart is the message about God.
In many of our mainline congregations we talk
much of a loving, welcoming, inclusive God. All

well and good. But whether God is loving or judg-

ing may not be the question. The question, the
real one, is whether or not God is living, powerful,
vital, and

capable of changing, healing, and delivering us.
The third vessel of a new heart is Scripture. Is
Scripture a kind of archaeological relic or anthro-
pological artifact, or is it the trustworthy media-
tion of the living God? Too often it seems that the
Bible is treated as decorative or as “great litera-
ture” (that we haven’t read and have no intention
of reading) rather than the truth about who God is
and who we are. Finally, to create the fourth ves-

yslélf%fxour new heart, theology needs to be de-
professionalized. For a century or more, theology
has been limited to professionals, with the conse-
guence that many in mainline Protestant churches
are clueless about the core convictions of Christi-
anity and what difference they might make. When
lives are transformed by the mercies of God, en-
ergy is produced—energy that translates into new
forms, mission, and vitality.
